SINIRSIZ EGITIM VE ARASTIRMA DERNEGI
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Abstract: Effective communication has an important place in the socialization process
of the individual. The individual communicates with his environment from the moment he is
born. However, the child encounters many environments and people throughout his life; thus,
his life experience increases, changes and develops. Education is undoubtedly the most
important force affecting the cognitive, affective, social and personality development of the
child in this process of change. The school child, who spends much time r with his peers and
teachers, understands the importance of having a place in the society. During this period, the
psychological, cognitive, affective and social development of the child should be supported by
the environment in the right directions. The most important tool to be used for these correct
directions is children's books. A lot of information is conveyed directly or indirectly to children
through educational messages that include knowledge, values, attitudes, interests and
behaviors in children's books, and at the same time the child gains aesthetic awareness. The
messages, thus, settle in the minds of children and affect their attitudes and behaviors in the
face of events and situations they encounter throughout their lives. In this study, educational
messages in children's books were identified. At the same time, effective communication
elements in the chosen children's books were also examined, and communication barriers were
determined. Educational messages in the books were grouped as educational messages that
support social, mental, and personal development. Effective communication, on the other hand,
was examined in terms of empathy and the use of ego language in the books investigated; The
conflicts of the characters in the books with himself, with other characters and with the society
were determined. This study aims to determine how children's books can be used for the
individual and social development of the child. The study was conducted in accordance with
qualitative research techniques; document analysis method was used to collect data. The study
group was composed of children's literature products named "Boy in Striped Pajamas" and
"Saving the Queen" chosen using the random sampling method. Based on the preliminary results
of the study, which is still in progress, it can be stated that the educational messages and
effective communication elements contained in the examined books are of a particular quality
that supports the cognitive, affective and social development of children and gives them positive
behavior.

1.Introduction

Children's literature is a literary branch that was created with the aim of providing an
aesthetic understanding to the individual in the process starting from pre-school age to the end
of adolescence. Childhood is the relatively small physical, mental and cognitive phase of an
individual’s life. While creating children's literature products, the interests and needs of children
should be taken into consideration. Aesthetic concerns should be borne in mind in the works
created for them; the kind of language used ought to be far from childishness and it should
develop the individual cognitively and spiritually should be included. The primary purpose of the
related works is not to give advice or to guide; it should serve to create aesthetic pleasure in the
individual by encouraging him/her to think. Children's literature works include some educational
messages as well as creating aesthetic pleasure for the child reader. These messages are

important in the education of the child.

The message concept is one of the main elements of the communication process. The
message can be defined as the main idea to be conveyed to the reader in literary or instructional
texts, as the message that reaches him. According to Ozdemir (2011), "The message can also be
considered as the basic element that guides the text. Let's say the message or the main idea is

the main reason that pushed this author to write."

The ways of delivering messages are different in literary and didactic texts. Sever (2013:
expresses the way that messages are delivered in the instructional texts is as of “The aim of the
didactic texts is to inform and teach the reader. In these texts, the purpose is included in the
text as a proposition (p. 134).” Nonetheless, in another study, it is stated that the part that
guides the reader in the comprehension of the text read in the didactic texts is the message part

(Ozdemir 2011: 71).

In literary texts, messages are generally perceived by the reader in a disguised and
covert expression. Ozdemir expresses this by saying that the message should be digested into
the text in literary texts “In literary texts, the message is not given by transforming the form of
proposition, or rather, a definite judgment. It is digested into the texture of the text. In this
regard, the message of literary texts is implicit message" (2011: 115). In literary texts, the

message is conveyed through hints, not in the form of a proposition as in instructive texts.

A good children's literature work presents the values that are desired to be adopted and
plays arole in the reader's acquisition of these values. Although the mentioned values constitute

a wide title, they basically cover the cognitive, social and personality traits of the individual.
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Educational messages to be adopted reach the reader through the characters in the books. The
effective communication established by the characters in children's books sets an example for
the child reader and supports communication education. Communication is a phenomenon that
develops as a model. The communication established by parents, teachers, other elders or
friends also affects the child. Another communication medium that is modeled is the dialogues
formed by the characters in the books. The mentioned dialogues contribute to the
communication training of the reader, as well as the purposes that can be listed such as keeping
the reader's curiosity alive and focusing the reader on the book. In order to achieve these
purposes, some conflicts created by the characters are also included in the books. Sever (2017)
grouped these conflicts under four headings: person-person conflict, self-conflict, person-nature
conflict, and person-society conflict. Among these, especially person-person conflict and one's
conflict with society are worth examining in terms of communication as they occur through
dialogues. The conflicts that the characters in the books have with other characters or the
society lead us to the communication conflicts they have created based on Harary and Batell's
Graph Analysis. In the study (Batell & Harary, 1981), 8 basic communication conflicts are
mentioned, namely Active Conflict, Passive Conflict, Conflict of Existence, Total Denial, Conflict
with Prejudice, Conflict of Intensity, Conflict of Partial Perception and Conflict of Detention. It is
also possible to benefit from these types of conflict in children's books in the development of
communication skills. By identifying these conflicts in children's books, the problems
experienced in communication can be materialized to the child. Thus, obstacles to effective
communication can be removed. In addition, effective communication elements (facial and body
movements, ego language, empathy, and so on.) in the books are also expected to be an

example in communication education for the child.

In literary texts written for children, the selection of the messages and the way they are
conveyed are of great importance. Children's literature writers should not advocate any ideology
or thought while presenting their messages in their children's books; they should not give the
messages in the form of advice in the event or situations they want to tell and should choose
messages appropriate to the development level of the reader. According to Gileryiiz (2003), the
messages intended to be given should not be counseling; rather, they should provide the reader
with flexible thinking, support their creativity, motivate them to learn, and help them establish

a cause-and-effect relationship between events.

Works that try and give advice to children to adopt strict moral and social rules will not

attract the attention of the child; literary works with a certain idea and ideological expression
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will distract them from critical, questioning and impartial thinking skills. Children's books should
have subjects, heroes, fiction and content that will create permanent behavioral change in the
desired direction in children. For this reason, educational messages should be preferred in
children's books that will support children's mental, social, personality and social development,
give them sensitivity, develop their creativity, enable them to think critically and impartially, and
introduce them to the knowledge and cultural environment of the modern world. The important
point here is that children's books should contain educational messages. The educational
messages that will be brought to the child by blending with effective communication will
contribute to their socialization and making sense of their own existence. Accordingly, this study
sought to determine how to use children's books for these purposes. To this end, the aim of the
study was to determine the educational messages and communication elements in children's

books.

In order to reach the aim of the study, answers to the following questions were sought:

1. What are the educational messages in children's literature works?

2. What are the effective communication elements in children's literature works?
3. What are the communication conflicts in children's literature works?

2. Method

2.1. Research Method

This study has been conducted using the document analysis method in accordance with
qualitative research techniques. "Document review covers the analysis of written materials that
contain information about the phenomenon or phenomena aimed to be investigated " (Yildirim

& Simsek, 2016: 189).
2.2. Working group

The study group of the research consists of children's literature works named "The Boy
in the Striped Pajamas" (by John Boyne) (henceforth abbreviated as CPC, meaning ‘Cizgili
Pijamal Cocuk’ in Turkish) and "Saving the Queen" (by Vladimir Tumanov) (henceforth as KK
meaning ‘Kraliceyi Kurtarmak’ in Turkish. The study group limited to these two books was

determined by random sampling method.
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2.3. Data Collection and Analysis

In the collection and analysis of the data, the literature was first reviewed. To this end,
sources containing "educational message in children's literature"”, "education in children's
literature" and "communication in children's literature" are listed. Later, the lists of the most
purchased books from bookstores and on the Internet in 2019 were determined. The works to
be examined were determined using the random sampling method from this list. After this, they

were read by the researchers.

The books and publishing houses determined as the study group of the research are

displayed in Table 1.

After reading the books, the messages and communication elements in the stories were
identified using document analysis, and the data obtained were explained and interpreted with
descriptive analysis. The data obtained according to this approach are summarized and
interpreted according to previously determined themes. "The purpose of descriptive analysis is
to present the obtained findings to the reader in an organized and interpreted form." (Yildirim

& Simsek, 2018: 239).
3. Findings and Interpretation

The educational messages and effective communication elements determined in the
children's books, "The Boy in the Striped Pajamas" and "Saving the Queen", are given in the
following section. First, educational messages in the books were explained, then effective
communication elements were presented. In order for the references to be made in the text to
be understood more easily, “The Boy in the Striped Pajamas” (CPC) and “Saving the Queen” (KK).

In addition to the abbreviations, the page numbers of the books are also specified.
3.1. Educational Messages in the Book entitled The Boy in the Striped Pajamas

The educational messages in the book “The Boy in the Striped Pajamas” are divided into
categories as educational messages that support personal development, social development,

and support mental development.

Giving Importance to Friendship (Love of Friends)
Being Optimistic
Not Being Prejudiced
Doing Research (Having Investigative Personality)
Being Cautious

In Table 2, educational messages supporting personal development in the book “the Boy
in the Striped Pajamas” are presented. Personal development is a development process that
enables the individual to know himself, communicate well with his environment, find solutions
to the problems he / she encounters and gain a positive perspective on life. It is possible to say
that the messages that support personal development are intense in the studied work. It is seen
that the messages that support personal development indirectly given to the reader in both

friendship, family and environmental communication have the quality to give positive behavior.

The most frequently repeated message among these messages is "giving importance to
friendship", in other words, love of friends. Friendship has an important place in the
development of the child both individually and socially. Bruno is a boy who loves and cares for
his friends. He is very upset that he leaves his friends in Berlin. He is looking for new friends in
the house they moved to. There is only a fence between Bruno's house and the concentration
camp where Shmuel lived. When Bruno takes a stroll to investigate, he runs into Shmuel. It does
not go unnoticed that children who are both 9 years old are different from each other, even
their names sound different. But they ignore them and decide to be friends. Bruno often goes

to his friend, bringing him something to eat every time he goes:

“When they met, Bruno realized that he was starting to worry about his friend. Because
she seemed to be getting thinner with each passing day and her face was getting more and more
gray. Sometimes he brought more bread and cheese to give Shumel, and sometimes he even

managed to hide a piece of chocolate cake in his pocket.” (CPC, p.149).

Bruno worries about his friend Shmuel, wants to lift his spirits and doesn't want to share

him with anyone:

”

“He wanted to help his friend, but he could not think of anything to improve his morale.

(CPC, p.139).
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“On the other hand, there was an undeniable truth: Shmuel was his friend, not Gretel,

and he did not want to share it.” (CPC, p.143).

“Bruno felt like hugging Shmuel, just to show how much he loved him and how much he

enjoyed talking to him for the past year.” (CPC, p.190).
“You are my best friend,” Shumel said. My best friend for life.” (CPC, p.196).

“Being optimistic” is a very important message that guides the reader to seek a way out

of negative situations without despair. Bruno's mother's words support this message:

“There's one more phrase you might like,” he said. We gotta find a good side of every

bad thing.” (CPC, p.96).

Measures should be taken before it is too late in the face of situations and events. This
message, which is important for making our lives safe, has been carefully considered. Bruno

thinks ahead of his work and takes the necessary precautions to prevent unwanted situations.

“Bruno slowed down when he saw what was point first, then a speck, then a drop, then
a shape, then a child. Even if there was a wire mesh separating them, he knew that strangers
could never be too friendly and should be approached with caution. They kept walking and soon

they came face to face.” (CPC, p.98)

Situations, events and people about which no information is available make the person
curious and encourage him to do research. The message of doing research or having an
investigative personality is given through Bruno's personality traits. Bruno likes to research, to

explore:

“When | was a kid, Bruno said to himself, | enjoyed exploring in Berlin. It was a place
where | knew everything and could find everything, | wanted with my eyes closed. I've never

made any real discoveries here. Maybe it's time to start.” (CPC, p.92).

“It was a period that he learned and found interesting lately. The Middle Ages were
especially attracted by the knights who went to different countries and discovered interesting

things.” (CPC, p.66).

Prejudice misleads the person. When the person approaches the event, situation and
other people with prejudice, he / she has wrong thoughts about the situation and people. It
should be as impartial as possible towards the event, situation and people. Educational

messages about not being biased are conveyed through different speeches:
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“You shouldn't laugh at poor Mr. Roller, his mother had said, when Bruno told him what

he had done in the afternoon. You have no idea what you will see in your life.” (CPC, p.64).

“Not the kind of kids | would like to play,” Gretel said firmly. 'They look dirty. Hilda, Isabel,
and Louise used to take a bath every morning, and so do I. These kids seem like they've never

bathed in their entire life.” (CPC, p.37).
“I think the other kids don't look friendly, said Bruno.” (CPC, p.27).

Make inferences
Transfer of Information

The messages supporting mental development in “the Boy in the Striped Pajamas” are
given in Table 3. The first message that attracts attention is the transmission of information
message. Children's books are not intended to provide direct information. However, it is seen
that some information from the narration of the event or the speeches of the people are
transferred to the reader. Most of the information given in the book leads the reader to

research.
“She asked where Poland is, after a short while in silence.
‘Well, said Shmuel in Europe.” (CPC, p.104).

“The adventurous stories of men like Christoph Colomb and Amerigo Vespuci. Their

interesting lives captivated Bruno's, whispering his desire to be like them when he grew up.”

(CPC, p.95).

The word “Fuhrer”, which is frequently used for Hitler in the book and is not explained,

is important in terms of directing the reader to research about Hitler.

“Who is fiirii? asked Bruno.” (CPC, p.109).

“Heil Hitler!’” he said, for now that meant ‘goodbye’ or ‘have a nice day’ was just another
way of saying.” (CPC, p.52).

Another dimension of the messages for the transfer of knowledge can be interpreted as
transferring the learned knowledge to life. Bruno uses a word he just learned in everyday life. In

addition, he comments on events based on the books he read.

“I think the best thing to do is to forget all this and go home. We can write that down in
the experiences section, he added. He had just learned this phrase and was determined to use it

whenever possible.” (CPC, p.16).

“Bruno remembered a book he had read: a man was lost in the desert, he imagined that
he saw great restaurants and magnificent fountains because he did not eat or drink for days, but
when he tried to eat and drink everything disappeared into nothing. Only a handful of sand

remained. Is that what's happening to him now? He wondered.” (CPC, p.98).

In Table 4, messages supporting social development are given in “the Boy in the Striped
Pajamas”. It is an undeniable fact that the social environment wherein the individual lives is an
important factor on his growth and the development of his personality along with the company

of his family.

This is because man is a social being. He/she is in close communication and interaction
with the environment he/she is in while acquiring his/her social character. The social
environment affects and changes the individual's behavior. At this point, the "message of
interaction with different cultures" that dominates almost the entire book comes to the fore.

The friendship of Bruno, who is a German, with Shmuel of Poland supports this message.
“Don't you come from Germany?
‘No, I'm Polish, said Shmuel.” (CPC, p.103).
“Bruno grimaced; not sure he had heard the little boy right. 'What is your name?'

'Shmuel' said the little boy, as if it were the most natural thing in the world. 'So, what

was your name?'
'‘Bruno,' said Bruno. (CPC, p.101).

A person communicates with different people throughout his/her life and is therefore

considered a social being. This coexistence of people necessitates making joint decisions and
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exchanging ideas. Even though other people's thoughts are not like ours, their opinions should
be valued. The message "Do not value the opinions of others" is one of the messages directly

conveyed. Bruno cares about Maria's ideas, who works as a home assistant.
“So, you don't like it here, do you? asked Bruno. Do you find it as awful as | do?
Maria frowned. 'It doesn't matter’, she said.
'What doesn't matter?’
'What | think'
‘No, of course it's important!” (CPC, p.55).

It is a very important value for the person to take what he/she needs and share what is
left and it is one of the main messages that support social development. The spiritual support
and sincerity that sharing brings to human relationships has often been emphasized. Bruno

shares his thoughts, feelings and food with his friend Shmuel.

“One afternoon while he was filling his pockets with bread and cheese from the kitchen
fridge to take with him, Maria entered and paused when he saw what he was doing.” (CPC,

p.124).

“Sorry, Shmuel,' he said quickly. | should have given you some chicken too. Are you

hungry?” (CPC, p.156).

“When Bruno saw the shape approaching him, he smiled and sat down. He took out the

apple and a piece of bread he brought with him to give to Shmuel.” (CPC, p.178).

Children want adults to take their thoughts seriously. This improves children's self-
confidence and self-esteem, so children feel valued. This message was given in the book through

Bruno's efforts to express himself to his elders.

“The father laughed and that made Bruno even more angry. What angered him most
was the adults laughing at him when something he did not know; especially when trying to find

answers by asking questions.” (CPC, p.49).

Another message that is frequently emphasized in the book is the “social equality”
message. Respecting the right to life of all living things, not being indifferent to all kinds of
discrimination and social inequalities, not marginalizing or not showing negative attitudes and
behaviors consisting of prejudices against members of the society are repeated many times in

the book. The author indirectly emphasized social inequality.

Describing what he saw to his father, Bruno asks who the people in striped pajamas

beyond the wire mesh are:

“His father turned his head to the left, the question seeming a little uneasy to him.

'Soldiers Bruno'said. 'Secretaries. The whole staff. Of course, you've seen it all before.’

‘Oh, those people,’ his father said, nodding a little and smiling a little. 'Those people...

well... they're not people, Bruno” (CPC, p.53).
3.2. Effective Communication Elements in the Boy in the Striped Pajamas

The work, which is considered among the children's literature today but thought to be
more suitable for adult psychology when read, tells a story based on the friendship of Bruno and
Shmuel. There are two socially positioned extremes in the story. When this is examined in terms
of communication, it proves that many conflicts and communication barriers are included in the
book. The pressure of German soldiers on the Jews in the concentration camp and their constant

commanding dialogues constitute obvious examples of interpersonal conflicts:

“Who said you were allowed to speak in this house?” Kotler continued. “Do you dare to

go against me?”
"No sir," said Shmuel in a low voice. "Sorry, sir."

He looked up at Lieutenant Kotler. He, frowning, leaned forward and studied the boy's

face.
“Did you eat?” He asked calmly, as if he hardly believed it.
Shmuel shook his head.
"You've eaten," insisted Lieutenant Kotler. "Did you steal something in the fridge?" (CPC,
p.157).

The harsh gestures without empathy have the power to represent major obstacles to
effective communication. The exception to this is the verbal and non-verbal communication

between the two friends in the book:

"Actually," he said, looking at Shmuel. “It doesn't matter whether you introduce them or
not. After all, they're not my best friends anymore.” He looked down and did something not

quite his style, took Shmuel’s little hand and squeezed it.

"You're my best friend, Shmuel," he said. "My best friend for life" (CPC, p.196)
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It is possible to find many examples of communication conflicts in the book. These

examples are tabulated as follows:

“I think that was a bad idea,” said Bruno, a few hours
after his arrival, as Maria unloaded her luggage
upstairs.

“We don't have the luxury of thinking,” the mother
said as she opened the box containing the set of 64
glasses given by grandparents when they got married.
“Some people make all the decisions on our behalf.”
Bruno didn't understand what the mother meant by
that. So, he assumed he never said it. “I think it's a
bad”

“Oh, you make new friends,” said the mother, waving her
hand to leave, as if it was an easy thing for a child to find
his three best friends. “But we had plans!” He protested.
“Sorry Bruno,” said the mother, “but our plans have to
wait. We have no choice in this matter.”

“But Mom ...!”

“Bruno, that's enough!” Mom shouted in a hurtful voice.
And she stood up to show that she was serious about the
word 'enough'.” (CPC, p.11).

“What's going on?” Gratel asked.

“Nothing,” said Bruno, defensively. “What do you
want? Get out.”

“You get out,” she replied, although it was his room.
Then she turned and looked at Maria, and as she did
so, her eyes squinted suspiciously.

“Do you remember the bathroom, Maria?” he asked.
“Why don't you prepare yourself?” snapped Bruno.
“because he's the maid!” Gratel said, staring at his
brother. “That's why it's here!” (CPC, p.60).

3.4. Educational Messages in “Saving the Queen”

The educational messages in the book “Saving the Queen” are categorized as

educational messages that support personal development, social development, and mental

development.

Educational Messages Supporting Personal Development in “Saving the Queen”

Care for Friendship (Love of Friends)
Being Solution Oriented
Coping with Difficulties

In Table 6, messages supporting personal development in the book “Saving the Queen”

are included.

Alex, Sam and Vanessa are three best friends in the book. These three friends find
themselves in an extraordinary adventure when Alex realizes that the pen he accidentally found
at the bus stop is magical. Alex, who does not like mathematics, realizes that the pen he found
solves even the most difficult and complex mathematical problems. While he could not solve
the mystery of the pen, he saw a book in his library called "Saving the Queen" he had never read
before. It is magical in this book, just like a pen. Aleks immediately tells this situation to Sam and

Vanessa.

After what happened, the aim of these three friends is to save the Emerald Queen Idil,
who was imprisoned by the evil King Rechner. However, to achieve this, they have to solve 400

very difficult problems full of riddles.

The message "attaching importance to friendship" draws attention in the messages that
support personal communication in the book. The close friendship between Aleks, Sam and

Vanessa, their support and assistance to each other support this message:
“You know, it would have been nice if Sam was here too,” he sighed Vanessa.” (KK, p.60).

“We all do stupid things sometimes. | must have overreacted too,” Sam said carelessly.
‘Let's join our hands together,” Alex said, reaching out to Sam. Three friends' hands are united on

the dining table. The problem was closed.” (KK, p.67).

“When school was over, the three friends sat side by side on the bus. It was a good feeling

to be together again.” (KK, p.68).

The message “To be determined” is one of the indirect messages in the book. It is striking
that Alex, Sam and Vanessa are hardworking and determined. They have worked resolutely,

undaunted and strived to solve the difficult situations they encountered:

“Alex was really doing his best. He was excellent in all of his other lessons, especially in

literature. He was winning awards at school and even in inter-school competitions with his essays
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and stories. But Alex's favorite thing is to read. When he's out of sight, everyone in the house
knew he was buried in a book in a quiet corner. he liked fantasy novels the most. he would borrow

a huge pile of books from the library every month, as he read all the books on his shelves.” (KK,

p.12-13).

“Sam, there's one more thing,” Alex said when the bus left. ‘We have to work hard every
night tonight and for five weeks.” ‘How so? Why 5 weeks? Sam asked. Alex told him about his
morning exam. ‘Last week, Vanessa and | went through fifty cellars. But now, according to this
Monoculus, we have to increase our speed to ten cellars a day. This makes 70 instances a week.”

(KK, p.68).

“Sam, we really need your help to save Joyden,” Vanessa finished. “Some riddles are too

hard.” “This looks like a job for me!” Sam replied.” (KK, p.67).

The person encounters some difficulties in his/her life from time to time, and these
difficulties he/she encounters vary according to the conditions. The important thing here is not
to avoid or ignore the difficulties faced, but to confront and solve them. The message “struggling
with difficulties” is an important message in the book. The three friends face various challenges

and try to overcome them:

“The three fellows encountered a terrible situation in the fifty-eighth cellar. Joyden was
standing in front of a strange guard with a turtle's head, wearing tennis clothes and a bowler
hat. But there was no more paper in hand; he had consumed it all! The remaining pen was also
about to run out. Whereas Renchner had said that in this dungeon only written responses would
open the doors. What would Joyden do now? She was in despair even it seemed like tears had
accumulated in her eyes. Did all the labor get wasted? Then the children noticed that Joyden was

glancing at them asking for help... to them! they had to do something.” (KK, p.74).

“The children looked at each other at a riddle; then they stared at the void. ‘First there
were 2 bubbles, then 65,536 ?!’ Alex finally said.

Sam groaned. ‘I have no idea.’

‘Mine too’ sighed Vanessa. They looked silent and looked at the book. The ticking of the
clock was heard.. Tik tak... Tik tak...”

The three of them cannot solve the problem together, but Aleks does not stop solving

the problem, waking up suddenly at night and solving it:
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“He got up from his bed and lit his desk lamp. Rescuing the Queen was still open on the

page with the last puzzle. Alex read each word slowly one more time, but did not understand
anything. Then he had an idea. Maybe in the first cellar, the guard would show a way to help

Joyden get new paper again.” (KK, p.82).

Being solution-oriented is to analyze the current problems well and ask correct and
logical questions and approach the problem with creative options. Solution-oriented people can
easily find solutions to the problems they encounter. The message "Being solution oriented" is
perceived through the characteristics of the characters. Alex, Sam and Vanessa are solution-

oriented people:

“So why did the Idilian soldiers not break the flames by wearing firefighter clothes? she
asked excitedly. 'Or they could use each other one by one over the fire like a catapult...” (KK,

p.50).

“There was only one place Alex knew so as to be protected on Blackwell Island. He
weighed the options. He could risk taking to shelter in the cave, assuming that the campfire
stories were all just stories. Or now he would quit and take risk of being put in Rencher's

dungeon.” (KK, p.151).

Transfer of Information
Make inferences

In Table 7, messages supporting mental development in “Saving the Queen” are given.
“To infer” comes first among the messages given indirectly. To make inferences is the individual
reaching the unknown from known situations by observing and using attention skills. The
purpose of making inferences is the interpretation of observations and information obtained
before or based on experience. It is seen that Alex, Sam, and Vanessa often make inferences

when solving problems.

“I think it must be completed before the end of school,” Sam said. Alex and Vanessa
glanced; her hand clapped on her forehead. ‘Look why we couldn't think of that now?’ he

exclaimed excitedly. ‘You're a genius, Sam!” (KK, p.68).

“They read it four times, and suddenly Sam said, 'l guess I've figured out where to start.
Let's look at how the towers from 1 to 4 increase in an order.” If we understand this, we will

continue the same order and go to the 12th tower. ‘Our savior is Sam,” said Vanessa.” (KK, p.71).
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“So, all we have to do is find this magic word,’ said Vanessa. ‘Yes, but this word will not
work if it is spoken directly. It is necessary to follow through, work and deserve it. This is the way

it is in all the books I've read,’ said Alex” (KK, p.116).

The message "Transfer of information" was conveyed directly or indirectly to the reader.
The explanation of the weight table used by three friends in problem solving in the book

supports this message.

“Vanessa took a small plastic card out of her school bag and placed it on the desk. 'This
is a chart of lengths and weights; the most useful thing in the world,' she explained. 'You can find
out how many centimeters a meter is, how many grams a kilogram is from here. My mama gave

this to me, | always carry it with me” (KK, p.53).

Another dimension of the messages for the transfer of knowledge can be interpreted as
transferring the learned knowledge to life. Vanessa came up with a solution based on a book he

read while solving a problem.

“Hey’ exclaimed Vanessa. ‘I think | got the point. | had read this before in a book about
a French prisoner. Finds the way to communicate with the person in the neighboring cell by
banging the wall.” The number of beats corresponds to a letter in the alphabet. So, a beat means

the first letter A.” (KK, p.162)

Moral support
Help
Cooperating (Being Unity)

In Table 8, messages supporting social development “Saving the Queen” are included.
"Spiritual support" is one of the significant messages among the messages that support social
development. Individuals can overcome problems that they cannot overcome on their own with
the moral support of their environment, friends and family. This situation gives strength to the
individual and increases the resistance to struggle against difficulties. Three friends support and

reassure each other when they are in trouble:

“As Vanessa was leaving for his home, he reassured his friend by saying, 'l think your

exam will be good tomorrow, Alex.” (KK, p.57).
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Helping and cooperating are the main factors that facilitate social life. Individuals in
society act together to achieve common goals. "Cooperate" message is one of the most indirect
messages. Alex, Sam and Vanessa collaborate to solve problems and overcome difficulties:

“Who knows?' Alex replied. 'But that's not the point. The important thing is that I'm in

this business and you can be too. Together we have a better chance of solving all those riddles.

‘Are you serious? Can | come to you tonight? ' Vanessa said” (KK, p.50).

“"Sam, we really need your help to save Joyden, 'ended Vanessa. 'Some riddles are too
hard.’” 'This looks like a job for me!’ Sam replied. ‘| can come around 6.30 tonight, is it okay?” (KK,

p.67).

Another noteworthy message is the "help" message. Helping, in other words helping
each other brings with it cohesion, love and respect in the society. Alex, Sam and Vanessa are
three friends who do not give up helping each other under any circumstances, even though they
sometimes get into disagreement, care about each other, look after each other, give each other

strength in sharing and solidarity.

“Pointing to Vanessa's bulging bag, ‘What's in your backpack?’ Sam asked. ‘Did you think
I'd forget to get some food from the canteen?’ Vanessa said... Three bottles of juice, three packs
of chocolate, and a large packet of peanuts were laid around the tree root. It was a medium

feast!” (KK, p.121-122).

"Cookie!" Alex yelled. ‘Right now that's all | want.” ‘As soon as | solve this, I'll give you a

cookie. It came out of the package from the house.’ Vanessa said.” (KK, p.137).
3.5. Effective Communication Elements in Saving the Queen

When Saving the Queen, written by Tumanov, is examined in terms of communication
elements, it attracts attention with its excessive dialogues. The heroes in the work set out to
save the princess trapped inside the book by solving the math questions in a story book.
Sometimes, the heroes came into contact with the villain Rechner and the benevolent
Monoculus, who lived in the storybook. In this context, it was interesting to use a book as a
communication channel. When the book was examined, it was noticed that the element of

empathy was not clearly included.

Conflicts in the book are examined and more people's conflicts with other people in the
work attract attention. The clash of the lead character Alex Isaac Fog with the villain Rechner in

the book resulted in Aleks's favor.
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Interpersonal conflicts in the book can be expressed in tabular form as follows:

There was a brief tense silence as Alex desperately
sought a way to persuade Sam. Then, suddenly
something came to mind.” (KK, p.17).

4.CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Supporting children's language development, increasing their perception level,

supporting their mental and social development, giving them positive personality traits,

developing their imagination and creativity are among the main objectives of the works of

children's literature. However, children's literature products play a very important role in the

child's getting to know life and preparing for life, forming his/her own world, getting to know

and adopting the society he/she belongs to. For this reason, writers who work in the field of

children's literature have a great duty and responsibility, which they fulfill through the

educational messages they include in their works. In addition, they contribute to the
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socialization of the child with the effective communication elements they contain, as well as the

behaviors that are desired to be acquired through educational messages.

Due to the developmental stage they are in, children tend to accept what they see from
the environment without question. At this point, teachers, school and friends also play a role in
the child's acquisition of correct educational messages and effective communication skills. Both
the family, the school and the teachers, who are guides to the child in the selection of books,
have to bring the child together with the right works. Based on this understanding, in this study
we determined the educational messages and effective communication elements in children's
books, which were determined using the random sampling method from a list of the most
purchased books from bookstores and online in 2019. In the two books, first educational
messages, then communication elements were determined. The educational messages
identified in "The Boy in the Striped Pajamas" and "Saving the Queen" are classified as
educational messages that support personal development, mental development, social
development and social development. In both books, the abundance of educational messages
supporting personal development draws attention. The messages that are frequently perceived
among the educational messages that support personal development are "giving importance to
friendship," "doing research" and "curiosity" messages. Although the messages in the books are
mostly presented indirectly, there are also some direct messages. The effective communication
elements in the books were examined in terms of empathy and the use of ego language; the
conflicts with the characters in the books themselves, with other characters and with the society
have been identified. The Boy in the Striped Pajamas is of the kind that can be used as an
exemplary work in communication education in terms of the multiplicity of dialogues, its
emphasis on empathy and its ability to display interpersonal communication conflicts in many
dialogues. The work Saving the Queen, which includes relatively fewer effective communication
elements, is interesting in terms of the multiplicity of communication conflicts. With this study,
attention has been drawn to education and effective communication elements, which are an

important issue in children's literature.

Writers of children's literature should identify the messages they want to convey to
children, implicitly, instead of giving them advice, in a way that allows them to perceive and
form their own meaning. Since communication education is not usually given directly at
secondary and secondary education levels, children should be given it indirectly through books

appropriate for their age.
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Writers of children's literature should be very careful while determining the messages

they will include in children's books. It is important for them to avoid using hostility, racism,
ideological discourse. Also, they should refrain from using phrases that lead to othering and
discrimination. Instead, they should focus on messages that are appropriate for the child's
cognitive, affective, psychomotor characteristics and support his or her linguistic, social,
personal, social and mental development. These messages should be included frequently. This
also requires teachers and families to assume important responsibilities. When choosing a book
for children, they should pay attention to the language and expression characteristics of the
book, as well as the compatibility of the messages with the child's developmental stage.
Teachers and parents should have information about children's books; they should check the
content of the books and the messages that are intended to be given in the books. They should
avoid children's literature products loaded with non-educational messages that will adversely

affect the development of the child.

Every individual is a part of society. The role of the communication education that the
child will receive in meeting and integrating with the society is also significant. Books to be read
with the right direction can play a role in this education. Children's literature works "Saving the
Queen" and "The Boy in the Striped Pajamas" are the type of works that can be preferred in
terms of exemplifying the elements of interpersonal communication. “The Boy in the Striped
Pajamas” is a work that can be used for communication education with empathy, self-language
and abundance of face-body use. Saving the Queen, on the other hand, does not contain
concepts such as empathy and | language, but it is a preferable option in terms of concretizing
communication barriers with examples of conflict. It is also important to identify the books that
are preferred by especially child readers and to benefit from these books in the field of effective

communication education.
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Ozet: Etkili iletisim, bireyin toplumsallagmasi siirecinde &nemli bir yer tutar. Birey, dogdugu
andan itibaren gevresiile iletisime geger. Oyuncagini isteyen bir bebegin aglamasi, aciktigini belirtmek igin
annesine mutfagl isaret etmesi gibi davranislari onun ilk iletisim denemelerini érneklendirir. Bununla
birlikte cocuk hayati boyunca pek cok gcevre ve kisiyle karsilasir, boylelikle hayat tecriibesi artar, degisir ve
gelisir. Bu degisim siirecinde ¢ocugun bilissel, duyussal, sosyal ve kisilik gelisimine etki eden en 6nemli glg
sUphesiz egitimdir. Egitim- 68retim sureciile birlikte cocugun sosyal ortami da genislemeye baslar. Yasitlari
ve 6gretmenleri ile bir arada bulunan gocuk, toplumda yer edinmenin de dnemini kavrar. Davranislarini
ve iletisimini buna gore sekillendirir. Bu donemde ¢ocugun psikolojik, bilissel, duyussal ve sosyal gelisimi
cevresi tarafindan dogru yonlendirmelerle desteklenmelidir. Bu dogru yonlendirmeler igin kullanilacak en
onemli arag ise ¢ocuk kitaplaridir. Cocugun dil gelisimine, estetik zevkine katki saglayan ¢ocuk kitaplari,
ayni zamanda ¢ocugun belirtilen gelisim alanlarinda da olumlu etkiler birakir. Cocuk kitaplarinin icinde yer
alan bilgi, deger, tutum, ilgi ve davranislari kapsayan egitsel iletiler araciliglyla da cocuklara dogrudan veya
dolayli olarak pek cok bilgi aktarilir ayni zamanda ¢ocuga estetik bilinci yerlestirilir. Bu duruma ek olarak
cocuklarda farkindalik olusturmaya calisilir ve bakis acilarini gelistirmeleri, elestirel ve vyaratici
diisinmeleri, sorgulamalari, problem c¢ézmeleri saglanir. iletiler béylece cocuklarin zihinlerine
yerlesmekle beraber onlarin yasamlari boyunca karsilastiklari olay ve durumlar karsisinda tutum ve
davranislarini da etkilemektedir. Bu ¢alismada da gocuk kitaplarinda yer alan egitsel iletiler belirlenmistir.
Ayni zamanda belirlenen gocuk kitaplarindaki etkili iletisim unsurlari da incelenmis, yer alan iletisim
engelleri de tespit edilmistir. Kitaplarda yer alan egitsel iletiler, zihinsel, toplumsal ve kisisel gelisimi
destekleyen egitsel iletiler olarak gruplandirilmistir. Etkili iletisim ise, belirlenen kitaplarda yer alan
duygudaslk ve ben dili kullanimi agisindan incelenmis; kitaplardaki karakterlerin kendisi ile, diger
karakterlerle ve toplumla olan gatismalari tespit edilmistir. Bu ¢alisma ile gocuk kitaplarindan, ¢ocugun
bireysel ve toplumsal gelisimi icin ne sekilde yararlanilabileceginin tespit edilmesi amaglanmistir.
Kitaplarda yer alan iletisim engellerinin tespit edilmesi de etkili iletisimi engelleyen diyaloglara farkindalk
olusturmasi agisindan bir baska amaci olusturmustur. Calisma nitel arastirma tekniklerine uygun olarak
hazirlanmis; verilerin toplanmasi icin dokiman incelemesi yonteminden faydalanilmistir. Calisma
grubunu, rastgele orneklendirme yontemiyle belirlenen “Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk” ve “Kraliceyi Kurtarmak”
adli cocuk edebiyati Grilinleri olusturmustur. Elde edilen bulgular sonucunda incelenen kitaplarin icerdigi
egitsel iletiler ve etkili iletisim unsurlarinin gocuklarin bilissel, duyussal ve sosyal gelisimlerini destekleyen,
onlara olumlu davranis kazandiracak nitelikte olduklari ifade edilebilir.

Cocuk
edebiyati Grlnleri olusturulurken ¢ocuk formundaki bireylerin ilgi ve ihtiyaclari géz dniinde
bulundurulmalidir. Onlar igin olusturulan eserlerde estetik kaygi glidiilmeli; cocuksuluktan uzak,
bireyi bilissel ve ruhsal acidan gelistirecek dil anlayisina yer verilmelidir. ilgili eserlerin dncelikli
amaci 6git vermek, yol gostermek degil; bireyi diisinmeye sevk ederek onda estetik zevk
olusturmak olmalidir. Cocuk edebiyati eserleri cocuk okurda estetik zevk olusturmasinin yani
sira, bazi egitsel iletileri de igerisinde barindirmaktadir. Bu iletiler cocugun egitiminde 6nem

tasimaktadir.

ileti kavrami iletisim siirecinin basat unsurlarindandir. ileti yazinsal veya 6gretici
metinlerde okuyucuya aktarilmak istenen ana fikir, ona ulasan mesaj seklinde tanimlanabilir.

diyelim ister ana dislince bu yazari yazmaya iten temel nedendir.”

Yazinsal ve égretici metinlerde iletilerin verilme sekilleri farklidir. Ogretici metinlerde
iletilerin verilis seklini Sever (2013: 134) “Ogretici metinlerde amac¢ okura bilgi vermek,
o0gretmektir. Bu metinlerde amag yazinin iginde bir dnerme biciminde yer alir.” seklinde ifade
ederken bir baska calismada ise 6gretici metinlerde okunan metnin kavranmasinda okura

kilavuzluk eden kismin ileti kismi oldugu ifade edilmektedir (Ozdemir 2011: 71).

Yazinsal metinlerde ise iletiler genellikle gizlenmis ve ortilla bir anlatimla okuyucuya
sezdirilir. Ozdemir bu durumu “Yazinsal metinlerde ileti, dnerme bicimine daha dogrusu kesin
bir yargiya donlstirilerek verilmez.

Bahsedilen diyaloglar, okurun merakini canli tutmak, okuru kitaba odaklayabilmek gibi
siralanabilecek amacglarin yani sira onlarin iletisim egitimlerine de katki saglamaktadir. Bu
amaclari gergeklestirmek icin kitaplarda karakterlerin olusturdugu bazi catismalara da yer verilir.
Sever (2017) bu catismalari, kisi- kisi ¢atismasi, kisinin kendisi ile olan ¢atismasi, kisi- doga
catismasi ve kisi- toplum c¢atismasi olmak Uzere doért baslk altinda toplamistir. Bunlardan
ozellikle kisi- kisi catismasi ve kisinin toplum ile catismasi diyaloglarla gergeklestiginden iletisim
acisindan da incelenmeye degerdir. Kitaplardaki karakterlerin diger karakterler veya toplum ile
kurdugu catismalar, bizleri Harary ve Batell'in Graf Analizi'nden yola ¢ikarak olusturduklari
iletisim catismalarina da gotirmektedir. Calismada (Batell ve Harary, 1981) Aktif Catisma, Pasif
Catisma, Varolus Catismasi, Tiimden Reddetme, Onyargili Catisma, Yogunluk Catismasi, Kismi
Algilama Catismasi ve Alikoyma Catismasi olmak (izere 8 temel iletisim ¢atismasindan
bahsedilmektedir. iletisim becerisinin gelistirilmesinde cocuk kitaplarinda yer alan bu catisma
turlerinden faydalanmak da mimkindlr. Cocuk kitaplarinda yer alan bu g¢atismalarin
belirlenmesi ile iletisimde yasanilan problemler cocuga somutlastirilabilir. Boylece etkili
iletisimin 6ninde var olan engeller de kaldirilabilir. Bununla beraber, kitaplarda yer alan etkili
iletisim unsurlarinin (yiiz ve beden hareketleri, ben dili, empati) da ¢ocuga iletisim egitiminde

ornek olmasi beklenmektedir.

Cocuklar icin yazilan yazinsal metinlerde de iletilerin secimi ve aktarilis sekli blylk 6nem
tasimaktadir. Cocuk edebiyati yazarlari, kaleme aldiklari ¢cocuk kitaplarinda iletileri sunarken
herhangi bir ideolojinin, diisiincenin savunuculugunu yapmamali; anlatmak istedigi olay veya
durumlarda iletileri nasihat seklinde vermemeli ve okuyucunun gelisim diizeyine uygun iletiler
se¢melidir. Glleryliz’e (2003) gore de verilmek istenen iletiler nasihat verici olmamal,
okuyucunun esnek distinmesini saglamali, onun yaraticiigini destekleyip onu 6grenmeye karsi

gudilemeli ve olaylar arasinda neden sonug iliskisi kurmasina yardimci olmalidir.

Cocuklara kati ahlak ve toplum kurallarini benimsetmeye g¢alisan, 6git veren yapitlar
cocugun ilgisini cekmeyecek; belirli bir fikir ve ideolojik anlatima sahip yazinsal yapitlar ise onlari
elestirel, sorgulayici ve tarafsiz disinme becerisinden uzaklastiracaktir. Cocuk kitaplarinin
cocuklarda istendik yonde kalici izli davranis degisikligi olusturacak konulara, kahramanlara,
kurguya ve icerige sahip olmalar gerekmektedir. Bu nedenle ¢ocuk kitaplarinda ¢ocuklarin
zihinsel, sosyal, kisilik ve toplumsal gelisimlerini destekleyecek, onlara duyarhlik kazandiracak,

onlarin yaraticiliklarini gelistirecek, elestirel ve tarafsiz dislinmelerini saglayacak, modern
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diinyanin bilgi ve kiltir ortamiyla onlari tanistiracak egitsel iletiler tercih edilmelidir. Burada
onemli olan nokta cocuk kitaplarinin egitsel nitelikte iletiler tasimalari gerektigidir. Etkili iletisim
ile harmanlanarak ¢ocuga kazandirilacak egitsel iletiler, onlarin toplumsallasmasinda ve kendi
varoluslarini anlamlandirabilmesinde etkili olacaktir. Yapilan calismada da bahsedilen bu
amaglar icin cocuk kitaplarindan ne sekilde yararlanilabilecegi tespit edilmeye calisiimistir. Bu
dogrultuda, cocuk kitaplarinda yer alan egitsel iletilerin ve iletisim unsurlarinin belirlenmesi

galismanin amacini olugturmustur.

Calismanin amacina ulasmak i¢in asagidaki sorulara yanitla aranmistir:

1. Cocuk edebiyati eserlerinde yer alan egitsel iletiler nelerdir?
2. Cocuk edebiyati eserlerinde yer alan etkili iletisim unsurlari nelerdir?
3. Cocuk edebiyati eserlerinde yer alan iletisim ¢atismalari nelerdir?

Calisma, cocuk edebiyati Grlnlerinden olan “Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk” ve “Kraliceyi

Kurtarmak” kitaplari ile sinirlandiriimistir.
2. YONTEM
2.1. Aragtirmanin Yontemi

Bu calisma, nitel arastirma tekniklerine uygun olarak dokiiman analizi yénteminden
faydalanarak hazirlanmistir. “Dokiiman incelemesi arastirilmasi hedeflenen olgu veya olgular

hakkinda bilgi iceren yazili materyallerin analizini kapsar” (Yildirim ve Simsek, 2016: 189).
2.2. Calisma Grubu

Arastirmanin c¢alisma grubunu “Cizgili Pijamal Cocuk” (John Boyne) ve “Kraliceyi
Kurtarmak” (Vladimir Tumanov) adli ¢cocuk edebiyati eserleri olusturmaktadir. Calisma grubu,

rastgele 6rneklem yontemi ile belirlenmistir.
2.3. Verilerin Toplanmasi ve Analizi

Verilerin toplanmasi ve analizinde ilk olarak alan yazinda kaynak taramasi yapilmistir. Bu
baglamda “cocuk edebiyatinda egitsel ileti”, “cocuk edebiyatinda egitim” ve “cocuk
edebiyatinda iletisim” icerikli kaynaklar siralanmistir. Daha sonra 2019 yilinda kitapgilardan ve
internet Gizerinden en ¢ok satin alinan kitap listeleri belirlenmistir. incelenecek olan eserler bu
liste icerisinden rastgele ornekleme yontemiyle belirlenmis ve arastirmacilar tarafindan

okunmustur.
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Arastirmanin inceleme nesneleri olarak belirlenen kitaplar ve yayinevleri Tablo 1'de

gorilmektedir:

Bu yaklasima gore
elde edilen veriler, daha 6nceden belirlenen temalara gore 6zetlenmekte ve yorumlanmaktadir.
“Betimsel analizde amag, elde edilen bulgulari diizenlenmis ve yorumlanmis bir bicimde

okuyucuya sunmaktir” (Yildirim ve Simsek, 2018: 239).
3. BULGULAR VE YORUM

“Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk’ ve “Kraligeyi Kurtarmak’ isimli ¢ocuk kitaplarinda belirlenen
egitsel iletilere ve etkili iletisim unsurlarina asagidaki bélimde yer verilmistir. ilk olarak
kitaplarda yer alan egitsel iletiler agiklanmis, daha sonra etkili iletisim unsurlari sunulmustur.
Metin icerisinde yapilacak olan gondermelerin daha kolay anlasiimasi icin Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk
“CPC” ve Kraliceyi Kurtarmak “KK” seklinde kisaltilmistir. Kisaltmalarin yaninda kitaplarin sayfa

numaralari da belirtilmistir.
3.1. Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk Adli Kitapta Yer Alan Egitsel iletiler

Cizgili Pijamah Cocuk adh kitapta yer alan egitsel iletiler kisisel gelisimi destekleyen,
sosyal gelisimi destekleyen, toplumsal gelisimi destekleyen ve zihinsel gelisimi destekleyen

egitsel iletiler olmak Gzere kategorilere ayrilarak incelenmistir.

Tablo 2’de Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk isimli kitapta yer alan kisisel gelisimi destekleyen egitsel
iletilere yer verilmistir. Kisisel gelisim bireyin kendini tanimasini, cevresiyle iyi iletisim kurmasini,
karsilastigl sorunlara ¢6ziim Uretmesini ve hayata karsi olumlu bir bakis agisini kazanmasini
saglayan bir gelisim sirecidir. incelenen eserde kisisel gelisimi destekleyen iletilerin yogunluk
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gosterdigini soylemek miimkindir. Gerek arkadaslik gerek aile ve cevre iletisiminde dolayl
yoldan okuyucuya verilen kisisel gelisimi destekleyen iletilerin olumlu davranis ozelligi

kazandiracak nitelikte oldugu gorilmektedir.

Bu iletiler arasinda en sik tekrar edilen ileti “dostluga 6nem vermek’ baska bir deyisle
arkadas sevagisi iletisidir. Dostluk, cocugun gelisiminde hem bireysel hem de toplumsal agidan
onemli bir yer tutar. Bruno arkadaslarini seven ve onlara deger veren bir ¢cocuktur. Berlin’de
arkadaslarini biraktigi icin cok Gzllir. Tasindiklari evde de yeni arkadas aramaktadir. Bruno’nun
evi ve Shmuel’in yasadigl toplama kampinin arasinda sadece bir ¢it vardir. Bruno arastirma
yapmak icin gezintiye ciktiginda Shmuel ile karsilasir. ikisi de 9 yasinda olan cocuklarin
birbirlerinden farkh olduklari dikkatlerinden kacmaz, isimleri bile kulaklarina farkli gelir. Fakat
bunlari 6nemsemezler ve dost olmaya karar verirler. Bruno sik sik arkadasinin yanina gider, her

gidisinde ona yiyecek bir seyler getirir:

“Bulustuklarinda Bruno, arkadasi igin endiselenmeye basladiginr fark etti ¢inkd her
gecen giin daha ¢ok zayifliyor gibiydi ve yiizii gitgide grilesiyordu. Bozen Shmuel'e vermek igin
yvaninda doha fazia ekmek ve peynir getiriyor, arada sirada cebine bir parca ¢ikolatal pasta bile
saklamay beceriyordu.” (CPC, 5.149)

Bruno dostu Shmuel icin endiselenir, onun moralini diizeltmek ister ve onu kimseyle
paylagsmak istemez:

“Arkadasina yardim etmek istiyordu ama akiing moralinin diizelmesini sa§layacak bir sey

gelmiyordu.” {CPC, 5.139)

“Ama dte yandan reddedilmez bir gercek vardi: Shmuel kendi arkadasiyd, Gretel'in degil

ve onu paylasmak istemiyordu.” (CPC, 5.143)

“Bruno’nun icinden, Shmuel’e sarilmak gecivordu, sadece onu ne kadar sevdigini ve son

bir yildir onunla konusmaktan ne kadar keyif aldigini géstermek igin.” (CPC, 5.190)

“Benim en iyi arkadasim sensin, Shumel.” dedi. “Hayat boyu en iyi arkadasim.” (CPC,
5.196)
“lyimser olmak’’ okuyucuyu olumsuz durumlarda bir ¢ikis yolu aramak ve umutsuzluga
kapiimamak konusunda yonlendiren oldukga 6nemli bir iletidir. Bruno’nun annesinin sézleri bu
iletiyi desteklemektedir:

“Begenebilecedin bir sdz doha var, dedi. Her kdtii seyin iyi bir yamm bulmaliyiz.” (CPC,

once duslnir ve istenmeyen durumlarin ortaya ¢cikmamasi icin gerekli 6nlemleri alir.

“Once nokta sonra benek, sonra damla, sonra sekil sonra cocuk olan seyi gdrdiidiinde
Bruno yavaslad:. Aralarinda onlart ayiran bir tel rgi olsa bile, yabancilarla asla fazla samimi
olunamayacadgini ve onlara tedbirli yaklasiimas: gerektigini biliyordu. Yiiridmeye devam etti ve az

sonra yiz yize geldiler.” (CPC, 5. 98)

Hakkinda herhangi bir bilgiye sahip olunmayan durumlar, olaylar, kisiler vb. kisiyi
meraklandirir ve onu arastirma yapmaya sevk eder. Arastirma yapma ya da arastirmaci bir
kisilige sahip olma iletisi Bruno’nun kisilik 6zellikleri Gizerinden verilmistir. Bruno arastirma
yapmayi, kesfetmeyi sever:

“Ben ¢ocukken,” dedi Bruno kendi kendine, ‘Berlin'deyken, kesfetmekten hoslanirdim.
COrasi her tarafim bildigim ve diledigim her seyi gdzlerim kapali bulabilecegdim bir yerdi, Burada
hig gercek bir kesif yapmadim. Belki baslama zamani gelmistir.” (CPC, s 52)

“Son zamanlarda dgrendigi ve ilging buldugu bir ddnemdi Orta ¢cad, dzellikle degisik
ilkelere giden ve ilging seyler kesfeden sédvalyeler ilgisini cekmisti.” (CPC, 5.66)

On yarg kisiyi yaniltmaktadir. Kisi cevresindeki olay, durum ve diger insanlara 6n yargiyla
yaklastiginda gerek durum gerekse insanlar hakkinda yanlis diistincelere sahip olur. Olay, durum
ve kisilere karsi olabildigince tarafsiz olunmalidir. On yargili olunmamasi gerektigine yonelik

egitsel iletiler farkh konusmalar araciligiyla aktariimaktadir:

“Zavalll Bay Roller’a giilmemelisin,” demisti annesi, Bruno aksamiistii onun yaptiklarim

anlattiginda. ‘Hayatinda nelerle karsiastidi hakkinda hicbir fikrin yok.” (CPC, 5.64)

“Benim oynamak isteyecegim tarzda cocuklar degil,’ dedi Gretel kararli bir sesle. ‘Pis
gdriindyorlar. Hilda, Isobel ve Louise her sabah banyo yapardi, ben de dyle. Bu cocuklar sanki

hayatlarr boyunca hig banyo yapmarms gibiler.” (CPC, 5.37)

“Bence diger cocuklar dost canlisi gdriinmdiyorlar,” dedi Bruno.” {CPC, 5.27)

Tablo 3’te Cizgili Pijamal Cocuk’ta yer alan zihinsel gelisimi destekleyen iletilere yer

verilmistir. Dikkat ¢ceken iletilerin basinda bilginin aktarimi iletisi gelmektedir. Cocuk kitaplarinin
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dogrudan bilgi vermek gibi bir amaci yoktur. Fakat olayin anlatimindan ya da Kkisilerin
konusmalarindan bazi bilgilerin okuyucuya aktarildig1 gorulir. Kitapta verilen bilgilerin bircogu
okuyucuyu arastirma yapmaya yonlendirmektedir.

“Polonya nerede? diye sordu, sessiz gegen kisa bir sireden sonra.
Sey, Avrupa’da, dedi Shmuel.” (CPC, 5.104)

“Christoph Colomb ve Amerigo Vespuci gibi adamiarin macera dolu hikdyeleri. Onlarin
ilging hayatlan Bruna’nun aklin celmis, biiyldidinde onlar gibi olma istegini iyice kamgilarmist,
(CPC, 5.95)

Kitapta Hitler icin siklikla kullanilan ve agiklamasi yapilmayan “Fuhrer (Fird)” sézcugi

okuyucuyu Hitler ile ilgili arastirma yapmaya yonlendirmesi agisindan énemlidir.
“Fiirii kim? Diye sormustu Bruno.” {CPC, 5.103)

“Heil Hitler!” dedi, ki ona gére simdilik bunun anlami ‘hosca kal’ veya ‘ivi giinler dilerim’

demenin baska bir sekliydi.” (CPC, 5.52)

Bilginin aktarimina yonelik iletilerin diger bir boyutu ise 6grenilen bilginin yasama
aktarilmasi seklinde yorumlanabilir. Bruno vyeni 06grendigi bir sozlii glinlik yasamda
kullanmaktadir. Buna ek olarak okudugu kitaplardan yola c¢ikarak olaylar karsisinda yorum

yapmaktadir.

“Bence yapilacak en iyi sey tiim bunlarn unutup eve dénmek. Bunu deneyimler hanesine

vazabiliriz, diye ekledi. Bu sdzii yeni dgrenmisti ve her firsatto kullanmaya kararlyd.” (CPC, 5.16)

“Bruno okududu bir kitabr hatirladi. Bir adam ¢élde kaybolmustu. Giinlerce yemek
yvemedigi, su icmedidi icin harika restoranlar ve muhtesem cesmeler gérdiigind hayal ediyordu
ama yemeye ve igmeye galistiginda her sey hiclikte yok oluyor sadece avug dolusu kum kaliyordu,
Su anda kendisine olan da bu mu, diye merak etti.” (CPC, 5.98)

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Tablo 4’te Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk’ta yer alan toplumsal gelisimi destekleyen iletilere yer
verilmistir. Bireyin yetismesinde ve kisiliginin gelismesinde ailesinin yaninda igerisinde
bulundugu sosyal ¢cevrenin etkisi de yadsinamaz bir gercektir. Clnki insan sosyal bir varliktir.
Toplumsal karakterini edinirken icinde bulundugu cevre ile siki bir iletisim ve etkilesim
icerisindedir. Sosyal cevre bireyin davranislarini etkiler ve degistirir. Bu noktada neredeyse
kitabin tamamina hakim olan “farkh kiltlrlerle etkilesim iletisi” 6n plana ¢ikmaktadir. Bir Alman

olan Bruno’nun Polonyali Shmuel ile olan dostlugu bu iletiyi desteklemektedir.
“Sen Almanya’dan gelmiyor musun?
‘Hayir, ben Polonyalyim, dedi Shmuel” ({CPC, 5.103)
“Bruno yiziind burusturdu, kiicik cocudu dodru duyduduna emin dedildi. ‘Adin ne?’
Shmuel.” Dedi kicik cocuk, sanki diinyadaki en dogal seymis qibi. ‘Peki seninki neydi?

‘Bruno,” dedi Bruno. (CP(, 5.101)

insan yasami boyunca farkli insanlarla iletisim icindedir ve dolayisiyla sosyal bir varlik
olarak nitelendirilmektedir. insanlarin bu birlikteligi beraberinde ortak kararlar almayi ve fikir
ahsverisinde bulunmayi zorunlu kilmaktadir. Baska insanlarin diisiinceleri bizim distincelerimize
benzemese de onlarin distincelerine deger vermek gerekmektedir. “Baskalarinin fikirlerine
deger verme” iletisi dogrudan aktarilan iletilerdendir. Bruno evlerinde yardimci olarak calisan

Maria’nin fikirlerini 5nemsemektedir.

“Oyleyse buradan hoslanmiyorsun, dedil mi? Diye sordu Bruno. Sende benim kadar
berbat mi buluyorsun?

Maria kaslarini catt, ‘Gnemli degjil,” dedi.

‘Ne dnemli degil?*

‘Benim ne diisindigim.”

‘Hayir, elbette dnemli! “{CPC, 5.55)

Kisinin ihtiyaci kadar olani alip kalanlari paylagsmasi oldukga 6nemli bir degerdir ve sosyal

gelisimi destekleyen temel iletilerin basinda gelmektedir. Paylasmanin insan iliskilerine getirdigi

manevi destek ve samimiyet siklikla vurgulanmistir. Bruno dostu Shmuel ile dislincelerini,

duygularini ve yiyeceklerini paylasmaktadir.
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“Bir dgledistii, yarunda gdtiirmek igin mutfaktaki buzdolabindan ceplerini ekmek ve

peynirle doldururken Maria iceri girdi ve ne yaptigim gériince duraklad).” (CPC, 5.124)

“Oziir dilerim Shmuel,” dedi cobucak. ‘Sana da biraz tavuk vermeliydim. Ac misin?” {CPC,

5.156)

“Bruno, kendisine yakiosan sekli gdriince giliimsedi ve yere oturdu. Shmuel'e vermek igin

yarinda getirdigi elmayr ve bir parca ekmedi qikard.” {CPC, 5.178)

Cocuklar biyuklerin onlarin dislincelerini ciddiye almalarini ister. Bu durum c¢ocuklarin
0z glvenlerini ve kendilerine olan saygilarini gelistirir, boylece cocuklar kendilerini degerli
hissederler. Kitapta Bruno’nun kendini biylklerine ifade etme cabasi (izerinden bu ileti

verilmistir.

“Baba giildii ve bu, Bruno'yu daha da kzdirdl. Onu en cok dfkelendiren sey, bilmedidi bir
sey oldudunda yetiskinlerin ona giilmeleriydi; dzellikle de soru sorarak cevaplarn bulmaya

calisirken.” (CPC, 5.49)

Kitapta Gzerinde siklikla durulan iletilerden bir digeri ise “toplumsal esitlik”’ iletisidir.
Tim canlilarin yasama hakkina saygl duymak, her tirli ayrimcilifa ve sosyal esitsizliklere
duyarsiz kalmamak, otekilestirmemek ya da toplumun Uyelerine karsi 6n yargilardan olusan
olumsuz tutum ve davranislarda bulunmamak kitapta pek ¢ok kez tekrarlanmistir. Yazar dolayli

olarak toplumsal esitsizlige vurgu yapmistir.

Gorduklerini babasina anlatan Bruno, tel orgiilerin 6tesindeki cizgili pijama giymis
insanlarin kim olduklarini sorar:
“Babasi kafasini sola gevirdi, soru onu birez huzursuz etmig gibi gériiniiyordu. ‘Askerler

Bruno’ dedi, ‘Sekreterler. Biitiin personel. Hepsini daha dnce gdrdiin elbette.’

‘Ah o insanfar,” dedi, babasi. Basi ile biraz onaylayp biroz giiliimseyerek. ‘O insanlar...

sey, onlar insan dedil Bruno®™ (CPC, 53).

3.2. Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk Adli Kitapta Yer Alan Etkili iletisim Unsurlan

Gunumuizde ¢ocuk edebiyati icerisinde sayilan ancak okundugunda yetiskin psikolojisine
daha uygun oldugu diistinilen eser, Bruno ve Shmuel’in dostlugu (izerine kurulmus bir hikayeyi
anlatmaktadir. Hikdyede sosyal yonden konumlandiriimis iki u¢ nokta yer almaktadir. Bu da
iletisim acisindan incelendiginden bircok catismaya ve iletisim engeline kitapta yer verildigini
ispatlar niteliktedir. Alman askerlerin toplama kampindaki Yahudiler izerindeki baskisi, stirekli

onlara emir verir nitelikteki diyaloglari kisiler arasi catismalara bariz 6rnekleri olusturmaktadir:
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“Bu evde konusma iznin oldugunu kim sdyledi? diye devam etti Kotler. “Bana karsi

gelmeye cesaret mi ediyorsun?”
“Hayir efendim,” dedi Shmuel algak sesle. “Oziir dilerim efendim.”

Baogini kaldinp Tegmen Kotler'e bakti. O ise kaglarini catarak dne dogru egildi ve cocugun

yiiziinii inceledy.

“Sen, yemek mi yedin?” diye sordu sakin bir sesle, sanki kendisi de buna zor inaniyormus
gibi.
Shumel basini sallad,

Cikarim yapmada amag¢ daha 6nceden veya tecriibelere dayanilarak
elde edilen gozlem ve bilgilerin yorumlanmasidir. Aleks, Sam ve Vanessa’nin problemleri
¢Ozerken sik sik ¢ikarim yaptiklari gérilmektedir.

3.5. Kraligeyi Kurtarmak Adli Kitapta Yer Alan Etkili iletisim Unsurlari

Tumanov tarafindan kaleme alinan Kraligeyi Kurtarmak, iletisim unsurlari bakimindan
incelendiginde, diyaloglarin fazla olmasi yoniyle dikkat ¢ekmistir. Eserdeki kahramanlar, bir
hikdye kitabinda yer alan matematik sorularini ¢dzerek kitabin icine hapsolmus prensesi
kurtarma hedefine yonelmislerdir. Kimi zaman da kahramanlar, hikaye kitabinin icinde yasayan
kotl karakter Rechner ve yardimsever Monoculus ile iletisime ge¢mislerdir. Bu baglamda iletisim
kanal olarak bir kitabin da kullanilmasi ilgi cekici olmustur. Kitap incelendiginde empati

unsuruna bariz bir sekilde yer verilmedigi fark edilmistir.

Kitapta yer alan ¢atismalar incelenmistir ve eserde daha ¢ok kisinin baska kisilerle olan
catismalari ilgi cekmistir. Bas karakter Aleks Isaac Fog'un, kitaptaki kotlu karakter Rechner ile

gatismasi Aleks’in leyhine sonuglanmistir.

biliyarum: “Yine kitiiphaneden bir biyiiclilik hikdyesi mi
aldm, Al? llging bir seye benziyor. Odevini bitirdin mi sen?
“Ya dao onlara kitaby gdsterecek olsam, onw asla bona
birakmazlar,” dive devam etti Aleks. “Uzaklardaki bir yerdeki
labaratuvar Gnlikii adamlara kitab! kesip bictirirler. Bu da
hepimiz igin isin sonu demek olur.” (KK, 5. 54).

4. SONUC VE ONERILER

Cocuklarin dil gelisimlerinin saglanmasi, algilama diizeylerinin ylkseltilmesi, zihinsel,
sosyal gelisimlerinin desteklenmesi, onlara olumlu kisilik 6zelliklerinin kazandiriimasi, hayal
glcunin ve yaraticiiginin gelistirilmesi ¢ocuk edebiyati eserlerinin temel amaglarindandir.
Bununla birlikte cocuk edebiyati Grinleri, cocugun hayati tanimasi ve hayata hazirlanmasinda,
kendi diinyasini olusturmasinda, ait oldugu toplumu taniyip benimsemesinde oldukga 6nemli bir
yere sahiptir. Bu nedenle ¢ocuk edebiyati alaninda eser veren yazarlara biyik gorev ve
sorumluluk diismektedir. Yazarlar Gstlendikleri bu gorev ve sorumlulugu da eserleri icerisinde
yer verdikleri egitsel iletiler araciligiyla gergeklestirmektedirler. Ayrica egitsel iletiler yoluyla
kazandiriimak istenen davranislarin yani sira icerdikleri etkili iletisim unsurlariyla da ¢ocugun
toplumsallasmasina katki saglamaktadirlar.

Cocuklar icinde bulunduklari gelisim evresinden dolayr c¢evreden gordiklerini
sorgulamadan kabul etme egilimindedirler. Bu noktada c¢ocugun dogru egitsel iletiler
kazanmasinda ve etkili iletisim becerileri edinmesinde ailesi kadar 6gretmenleri, okulu ve
arkadas cevresi de rol sahibidir. Kitap seciminde ¢ocuga rehber konumunda bulunan gerek aile
gerek okul gerekse 6gretmenler cocugu dogru eserlerle bulusturmak zorundadir. Calismamizda
bu anlayistan hareketle cocuk kitaplarinda yer alan egitsel iletiler ve etkili iletisim unsurlari tespit
edilmistir. incelenen kitaplar 2019 yilinda kitapcilardan ve internet iizerinden en ¢ok satin alinan
kitaplar listesinden rastgele 6rnekleme yontemi ile belirlenmistir. Belirlenen iki kitapta ilk olarak
egitsel iletiler, daha sonra ise iletisim unsurlari tespit edilmistir. “Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk” ve

“Kraliceyi Kurtarmak” adli eserlerde tespit edilen egitsel iletiler kisisel gelisimi destekleyen,
zihinsel gelisimi destekleyen, sosyal gelisimi destekleyen ve toplumsal gelisimi destekleyen
egitsel iletiler olarak siniflandinimistir. Her iki kitapta da kisisel gelisimi destekleyen egitsel
iletilerin ¢oklugu dikkat cekmektedir. Kisisel gelisimi destekleyen egitsel iletiler arasindan siklikla
sezdirilen iletiler ise “dostluga 6nem vermek”, “arastirma yapmak” ve “merak” iletileridir.
Kitaplar icerisinde yer alan iletiler cogunlukla dolayli olarak sunulsa da dogrudan iletilere de
rastlamak mimkiindir. Kitaplarda yer alan etkili iletisim unsurlari ise duygudaslik ve ben dili
kullanimi agisindan incelenmis; kitaplardaki karakterlerin kendisi ile, diger karakterlerle ve
toplumla olan ¢atismalari tespit edilmistir. Diyaloglarin ¢coklugu, duygudasliga yogun olarak yer
vermesi ve kisiler arasi iletisim ¢atismalarini pek ¢ok diyalogda somutlastirabilmesi agisindan
Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk, iletisim egitiminde 6rnek eser olarak kullanilabilecek tiirdendir. Nispeten
daha az etkili iletisim unsuruna yer veren Kraliceyi Kurtarmak adl eser ise iletisim ¢atismalarinin
coklugu acisindan ilgi cekici bulunmustur. Bu calismayla cocuk edebiyatinda dnemli bir konu olan
egitsellige ve etkili iletisim unsurlarina dikkat ¢ekilmistir.

Cocuk edebiyati yazarlari ¢ocuklara aktarmak istedikleri iletileri onlara 6git vermek
yerine ortik bir bicimde, sezdirerek ve iletileri onlarin bulmalarina imkan saglayacak bicimde
kendilerine 6zgii anlamlar olusturmalarina firsat verecek sekilde belirlemelidirler. iletisim egitimi
de orta okul ve orta 6gretim dizeyinde genellikle dogrudan verilen bir egitim olmadig icin,
cocuklara rehber olunarak okutulacak kitaplarla dolayli yoldan edindirilmelidir.

Cocuk edebiyati yazarlari cocuk kitaplarinda yer verecekleri iletileri belirlerken oldukca
titiz davranmali, diismanliktan, irkgiliktan, ideolojik s6ylemlerden ve 6tekilestiren, ayrimciliga yol
acan ctimleleri kullanmaktan kacinmahdirlar. Bunlar yerine ¢ocugun bilissel, duyussal, devinissel
ozelliklerine uygun, onun dilsel, sosyal, kisisel, toplumsal ve zihinsel gelisimini destekleyici iletiler
Uzerinde durmali ve bu iletilere siklikla yer vermelidirler. Bu noktada 6gretmenler ve ailelere
onemli sorumluluklar diismektedir. Onlar ¢ocuklar icin kitap secerken kitabin dil ve anlatim
ozelliklerinin yani sira yazarin aktarmak istedigi iletilerin cocugun gelisim dénemine uygunluguna
dikkat etmelidirler. Ogretmenler ve aileler cocuk kitaplari hakkinda bilgi sahibi olmali; kitaplarin
iceriklerini ve kitaplarda verilmek istenen mesajlari kontrol etmelidirler. Cocugun gelisimini kot
yonde etkileyecek egitsel olmayan iletilerle ylkli cocuk edebiyati Girlinlerinden kaginmali, onlara
karsi bilingli olmahdirlar.

Her birey, toplumu olusturan bir pargadir. Cocugun toplum ile tanismasinda ve onunla
bitinlesebilmesinde alacagi iletisim egitiminin roli de olduk¢a buyuktir. Dogru yonlendirme ile
okunacak kitaplar bu egitimde rol oynayabilmektedir. “Kraliceyi Kurtarmak” ve “Cizgili Pijamali
Cocuk” adh ¢ocuk edebiyati eserleri, kisiler arasi iletisim unsurlarini 6rneklendirme agisindan
tercih edilebilecek tiirden eserlerdir. “Cizgili Pijamali Cocuk” empati, ben dili ve ylz- beden
kullaniminin bollugu ile iletisim egitimi icin faydalanilacak tiirden bir eserdir. Kraligeyi Kurtarmak
ise duygudaslik, ben dili gibi kavramlari pek barindirmamakla birlikte, ¢catisma ornekleri ile
iletisim engellerinin somutlastiriimasi agisindan tercih edilebilir bir secenektir. Ozellikle cocuk
okurlar tarafindan sikga tercih edilen kitaplarin belirlenerek bu kitaplardan etkili iletisim egitimi
alaninda faydalanilmasi 6neriler arasinda yer almaktadir.
